It is so shocking 
that she has no choice but to flee to the honeymoon capitol 
of the world in a frantic search for the life she thinks she 
missed out on.  It‟s a wild ride over Niagara Falls in a barrel 
of laughs as Cass embarks on a journey of self-discovery.

This 
classic American romantic comedy was brought to life on the 
screen by Burt Lancaster and Katharine Hepburn.
